The VSGA is committed to supporting active duty and
retired military families in Virginia. Your support can help to
fund our VSGA Military Scholarship (awarded each year to
a Virginia military dependent) as well as our Youth on
Course Stars and Strips program, which provides free
Youth on Course memberships to military dependents.

Through Youth on Course, juniors ages 6-18 are able to
play at participating courses across the U.S., Canada, and
Australia for just $5 or less per round. The VSGA then
subsidizes those rounds played to provide additional
financial support to participating clubs.
