Round one groupings and starting times will be available at VSGA.org and on the myVSGA
app on Wednesday, July 3, no later than 5:00 PM.

Range: Players are asked to use proper driving range etiquette. Practice balls are
compliments of The Federal Club prior to each round of the championship.

If players wish to hit balls after their round, they must check in the pro shop to purchase
range balls. The driving range closes at 7:00 PM each day.

In order to maintain the wear on the driving range, players are asked to use a linear divot
pattern.

Putting Green: Players are asked to use proper putting green etiquette. If you plan to putt in
one location for an extended period, please place a towel under your feet. This will reduce
the wear on the greens.

Spectators may take a cart during the competition for $25.00 per cart. Cash or credit cards
charge are accepted. Nobody is to be standing on the back of any cart at any time.

Spectator carts are based on availability and are limited to the cart path only when available.
Spectators are allowed fo help search for golf balls, but should look to the player for
direction. If the player has hit a provisional ball, the player may not want to find the original.
Spectators must not give any rulings.

Players may have a caddie, but that caddie must meet the same eligibility requirements as the
player.

The VSGA will provide lunch for players during each round of competition. All caddies,
parents, and spectators are able to purchase the same lunch as the players for $20. Food
and beverage will be available on Sunday, July 7 from 10:30 AM — 8:00 PM.

- Players will be repaired for round two based on round one score.

Round two: Starting times beginning at 8:00 AM off of #1 and #10

e Federal Club holes #10-18 will be considered VSGA Junior Stroke Play
championship holes #1-9
The field will be cut to the low 45 players and ties for round three based on a cumulative
score from round one and two.
